Do you have old TVs, computers, routers, cell phones, cords, battery-operated
electronics, or any other miscellaneous electronics laying around the house that
you need to dispose of? University City will be hosting an electronics recycling
drop-off event. This spring, we will only be offering the electronics recycling but
stay tuned for a future document shredding event in the fall. The event is free for
residents of St. Louis County only. The event is not open to businesses. Recycle
up to two (2) monitors/TVs per vehicle at no charge*.

For other electronics, there are no limits on how many items you can recycle, and
most items are free of charge. Visit ucitymo.org/recycling to see a full list of
recyclable materials for this event.

*While funding allows. For more than two monitors or TVs, you will be charged
$30 for tube TVs or monitors; $10 for flatscreen TVs or monitors.

The event is funded by a grant from Saint Louis County’s Department of Public
Health utilizing County landfill surcharge funds.
